¥ Extinction is nothing new, but what is
new are some of the reasons the Earth
i1s now losing more animals, at a
ge! faster rate than it is believed ever
before in Earth’s history.

There are many reasons animals become extinct. One
of the most common reason is loss of habitat. The Earth
constantly changes, but human activity i1s having a
devastating effect on animals by destroying many of the
places animals live, like the rain forests. In some cases
animals become extinct because the food they depend
on becomes extinct causing the animals to die of
starvation.

Pollution 1is another cause of extinction. Human
activity 1s releasing harmful chemicals into the air, water
and soil all over the planet. Many animals cannot adapt
to the changes these chemicals are making in the
environment and they die.

A giant panda is an example of animals which are
becoming extinct due to extensive habitat loss and
destruction by hunters. Pandas are in danger because they
are being killed daily by either humans or animals, hence
their numbers are decreasing.

Finally, we should act immediately to stop animals from
being extinct. We can build reservations for them. We can
impose strict roles to stop hunting them.
